AWARD offers tailored, two-year fellowships designed to fast-track the careers of African women scientists and professionals delivering pro-poor agricultural research and development that benefits rural communities, especially women. Our goal is to help them increase their contributions in the fight against hunger and poverty in sub-Saharan Africa. 
The AWARD Fellowships include a series of career development resources designed to:

· strengthen science/professional  skills;

· augment leadership skills;

· enhance visibility and networking; and 
· increase opportunities to share newly acquired skills, inspiring the next generation of African women agricultural researchers and professionals.

What is offered: 
Year 1

· five-day mentoring orientation workshop for each fellow and her chosen mentor  to set three achievable career goals;
· monthly mentoring meetings with a designated mentor (a senior scientist or professional ) to develop scientific skills and networks;
· participation in the renowned CGIAR Women’s Leadership and Management Course; 
· a professional proposal writing/fund raising or science writing/presentation skills course; 
· membership in a professional association of the fellow’s choice; 
· assistance with access to an electronic science library; and

· access to knowledge sharing and networking via participation in the CGIAR Gender & Diversity Program’s Global Database of Women Scientists and Professionals, as well as the AWARD Alert newsletter. 
Year 2 
· opportunity to compete for a four-to-nine month research placement at a leading agricultural research institution;

· participation in one science conference held in the fellow’s sub-region, provided her paper/poster is accepted for presentation by the organizers;

· support for a role-modeling event of the fellow’s choice, e.g. institutional seminar, presentation to rural women or secondary school students, etc.;

· mentoring of a junior woman scientist of the fellow’s choice;
· continued access to an electronic science library;
· continued membership in professional association of fellow’s choice; and

· continued access to knowledge sharing and networking.
What is not offered:
· funding to support the fellow’s  academic studies; and
· research grants.  (However, fellows will be informed about grant opportunities through newsletters.)

Letter of support from your institution’s head (NARI Director, Dean of Faculty or equivalent authority), indicating full support for your participation in the fellowship program, including full support for your on-going research work, time and transport provision to meetings within your country and to the nearest international airport to allow you to attend workshops and programs offered during the fellowship period.
4. Two referee forms (attached), each completed by a reputable professional in your area of research or development. Each referee must complete the form and send it by post to the address below or by email to AWARDFellows@cgiar.org with the applicant’s name in the subject line by March 22, 2010. It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure that both referees have sent their completed forms to AWARD by the deadline.
Applications received after March 22, 2010 or incomplete applications will NOT be considered. Selected fellows will be notified by July 15, 2010.

Successful candidates must be available for the introductory five-day Mentoring Orientation Workshop to be held between August and October 2010 in Kenya.
